However, the poets’ intentions could not be more different.  Rupert Brooke’s The Soldier is a love poem to England which he personifies as the mother of all soldiers, soldiers who should be proud to die for the mother country.  Owen presents an entirely contrary view.  The soldiers who die, die ‘like cattle,’ and are even denied a dignified funeral.
